82 Maya were scientific people who studied stars and time.
They created a calendar similar to the one we use today.
Intelligence and reputation were important qualities for
111 a Maya ruler. They could also be quite violent as blood
119 sacrifices (and some human sacrifices) often occurred. They
127 were dominant around 1000 years before the Aztecs.
